Minutes of the Meeting

Meeting held at 4:00 pm, April 14, 2012, at Bridlewood Equestrian Center, Copperopolis, CA

Members Present:  Kim Lemke, Mary Duffy, Gina Barr, Greg Harper, Monica Fay, Sally Rucker, MJ Misailidis, Sandy Jacobsen, Joan Cinquini

Treasurer’s Report:  There was $1,901 in the treasury including $54 earned for the basket sold at the CDS Annual Meeting and $39 spent to renew the website.  Monica Fay reported that we earned $400 for the clinic.

Old Business:

1. Kim Lemke and Sandy Jacobsen were both thanked for their contribution to the competition clinic and meeting.  There were 11 rides, and all riders expressed their appreciation for the educational opportunity. Greg Harper won the $25 lottery for this clinic. Delta Sierra signed up Brenda and Cinnamon as new members. Monica suggested that we have more of these clinics.

2.  The club will not be the designated non-profit organization at the Horses, Wine, and Art event to be held in September at Bridlewood.  Kim will be working with Re Horse Rescue, which will do the organizing and work at this event.  Members are encouraged to support Kim by volunteering to help on the day of the event.

New Business:

1.  Kim Lemke is planning a dressage schooling show at Bridlewood this year.   She will have more information later.

2.  After much discussion, the following plan for volunteer rewards was moved, seconded, and passed unanimously.

a. Tickets will be given to members only as follows:  one ticket for meeting attendance and one ticket per hour of volunteer work.  Gina will be issuing tickets retroactively for attendance at all meetings for 2012. Members should be sure that their names are written on the backs of the tickets.

b. Volunteer work will include work at shows, clinics, fundraisers, etc.

c. The tickets have no actual cash value but will represent $5 of credit.

d. The tickets may be used to “purchase” rides or portions of rides at participating  shows or clinics. For example, a member would include five tickets ($25) along with an entry for a show.  The show manager would then send the tickets to Monica Fay, who would reimburse the show. Any number of tickets may also be submitted to the lottery for the CDS Adult Amateur Clinic.

e. Tickets may be transferred to other Delta Sierra members and will not expire at the end of the calendar year.

f. There will be an annual award for the member with the most volunteer tickets.  If tickets are given to another member, the original recipient will still be credited with the volunteer hours. Gina Barr will keep track of all tickets issued.

3.  Sandy Jacobsen suggested a tack swap/sale held during a specific meeting or other event, possibly in Oakdale or at Bridlewood.  She will look into organizing this event.

4.  The CDS Adult Amateur clinic will be held in September in Santa Rosa.  Monica will contact CDS for the clinic deadlines.  The club must submit $150 for our member’s ride.  The rider must pay all other expenses including stabling and travel.  Members interested in participating should submit their tickets for the lottery to Monica. She will also put the deadline for rider applications on the website.

5.  There will be a lottery for $25 in partial payment for the June competition clinic.  Riders must have submitted an entry for this clinic by the due date and will then be reimbursed by check.
