
Minutes of the Meeting

Delta Sierra Chapter, California Dressage Society

Meeting Called to Order:  7:00 pm, May 10, 2012, at Round Table Pizza, Oakdale, CA.  Members Present:  Kim Lemke, Monica Fay, Sandy Jacobsen, Sally Rucker, Joan Cinquini

Treasurer’s Report:  Monica reported that the competition clinic made $704.00, less expenses of $289.95, equaling a profit of $414.05.  There is $2301.89 in the treasury as of 4/15/12. 

Old Business:  

1.  Kim Lemke thanked all volunteers for working on her CDS show.  

2.  Monica Fay reported that our website is up and searchable.  Sally requested that the information for officers be updated.  The scores for rides in our clinics and any related shows should be posted on the website.  Monica agreed to do this.

3.  Monica has sent $150.00 to CDS in payment for the Annual Amateur Clinic.

4.  Sally Rucker has sent out all CDS plaques and certificates to the recipients.

New Business:

1. Kim is planning on a dressage schooling show at Bridlewood, possibly on Sept. 29 with Chelsey Sibbly as judge.

2.  Bridlewood will have a booth at the Frog Jump on May 19-20.  She invited us to distribute any informational brochures.

3.  Sally volunteered to contact any active dressage riders in the foothills area for membership in our chapter.

4.  After some discussion, it was moved, seconded, and passed that volunteer tickets may be earned at any type of event sponsored or managed by Delta Sierra members only.  The other regulations for tickets are reprinted here for reference. 

a. Tickets will be given to members only as follows:  one ticket for meeting attendance and one ticket per hour of volunteer work.  Gina will be issuing tickets retroactively for attendance at all meetings for 2012. Members should be sure that their names are written on the backs of the tickets.

b. Volunteer work will include work at shows, clinics, fundraisers, etc.

c. The tickets have no actual cash value but will represent $5 of credit.

d. The tickets may be used to “purchase” rides or portions of rides at participating shows or clinics. For example, a member would include five tickets ($25) along with an entry for a show.  The show manager would then send the tickets to Monica Fay, who would reimburse the show. Any number of tickets may also be submitted to the lottery for the CDS Adult Amateur Clinic.

e. Tickets may be transferred to other Delta Sierra members and will not expire at the end of the calendar year.

f. Tickets may be earned at any type of event sponsored or managed by Delta Sierra members only.
g. In addition, there will be an annual award for the member with the most volunteer hours.  Monica Fay will track this time through the meeting minutes and volunteer rosters (not by total tickets)  

5.  Sandy Jacobsen suggested that we hold a tack swap at the Flying R Ranch Competition Clinic on June 3.  Any member wishing to sell must pay $5.00 for a table and must bring a table if desired.  The swap will be from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm.  Sally and Monica will work on publicizing the event and on coordination with Marilyn Rickman.

6.  Greg Harper won the drawing and is our first participant in the Annual Amateur Clinic.  Monica Fay is the first alternate. 

7.  Kim Lemke wanted to apply to CDS to host the Annual Amateur Clinic for 2013 or later.  This application must be backed by a CDS chapter.  Kim would have the clinic professionally managed and said that there is enough available lodging in the area.  The board agreed to support this application; Sally will find out what the deadline is.

8.  We do not have an eligible junior member for participation in the new Annual Junior Clinic.  This would be a goal for next year.

9.  The next meeting will be on June 3, 2012, at the Flying R Ranch in Sonora at 2:30 pm, or as soon as possible after the competition clinic.
