Information To Help Understand This Event

Dressage:  Dressage is a French term meaning “training” and its purpose is to develop the horse’s natural athletic ability and willingness to work making him calm, supple and attentive to his rider.  Dressage spans many levels from beginning riders to Olympic competitors.  
History of Dressage:  The beginnings of dressage date back to Xenophon in Greece and it’s basis was training horses for obedient and maneuverable military mounts.  This training was built upon over the centuries by many riding masters and especially by the famous riding schools developed during the Baroque era in Europe.  The Spanish Riding School in Vienna with its Lippizzan stallions is the most well known riding school.   Dressage was included as an Olympic sport in 1912.
USDF:  United States Dressage Federation – an organization dedicated to education, recognition of achievement and promotion of dressage.
USDF Bronze, Silver and Gold Medals: Rider Award medals that signify that the rider has received a required number of scores at specific levels at certified dressage shows.
FEI: The Federation Equestre Internationale is the organization that governs international dressage competition.
Dressage Test: Dressage competition tests act as a check on the progress of the horse as it moves up the levels of training. 

Dressage Level:  Dressage levels designate the levels of training of the horse.  The US national levels for competition are Training, First, Second, Third and Fourth.  Above the national levels are the international levels culminating in Grand Prix.  Olympic dressage is competed at the Grand Prix level.
Combined Driving Events (CDE’s): CDE’s are modeled after the Three Day Event, which tests the overall condition and versatility of the horse in sport.  Major competitions are usually held over three days: day 1) Driven Dressage; day 2) Cross Country Marathon with up to eight special obstacles or hazards; day 3) Cone Driving Competition (Obstacle) which equates to the show jumping phase of the ridden event.
